FRED (Faculty Research Expertise Database) provides searchable access to UGA faculty
research interests and expertise, through an easy-to-navigate web page.

¥ Provide information to the public about research emphases at UGA
¥ Allow OVPR staff to send funding opportunities to targeted audiences

FRED is only as useful as the information contained in the database. Every UGA faculty
member is responsible for maintaining her/his own research profile in FRED. The more
participation we have, the more useful the tool becomes. Every faculty member is strongly
encouraged to log in (with their UGA MyID) and: (a) enter some text or keywords that describe
their research interests; (b) add a link to a web page describing their research projects. It takes
no more than five minutes.
